1. The Board has appointed Central Depository Services (India) Limited (‘CDSL’) as the
Service provider, for the purpose of extending the facility of e-voting to the Members of
the Company.

2. The Service Provider had provided a system for recording the votes of the Members
electronically on all the items of the business (both Ordinary and Special businesses)
sought to be transacted in the 47" AGM of MMP, which was held on Wednesday August
12, 2020.

3. BIGSHARE SERVICES PRIVATE LIMITED, MUMBAI, is the Registrar and Share Transferw
Agents ('RTA") of the Company.

4. The Service Provider had set up electronic voting facility on their website, j *

https://www.evotingindia.com. The Company had uploaded all the items of the business

to be transacted at the AGM on its website and also its Service Provider to facilitate their

Members to cast their vote through e-voting.
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The internal cut-off date for the dispatch of the Notice of the AGM was 10th July 2020
and as on that date, there were 1060 Members of the MMP. Company had sent the
Notices of the AGM along with Annual Report and e-voting details by email to 944
Members whose email ld was made available by the Company/Depository/RTA. From the
total emails attempted as above, 41 emails had undelivered and out of which 903 emails
were successfully transmitted.

The Notices sent contained the detailed procedure to be followed by the Members who
were desirous of casting their votes electronically as provided in Rule 20 of the
Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 as amended.

The Cut-off date for the purposes of identifying the Members who will be entitled to vote
on the resolutions placed for approval of the Members was Wednesday, August 5, 2020.

As prescribed in the aforesaid Rules, the Remote e-voting facility was kept open for
three days i.e. from Saturday, August 08, 2020 at 9:00 A.M. to Tuesday, August 11, 2020 at
5:00P.M. Further it was open at the time of Annual General Meeting on Wednesday,
August 12, 2020 at 04.00 P.M. and kept open for e-voting till 5.00 P.M. of the same date
and the same line of Remote e-voting to facilitate those members present at the
meeting but who could not participate in the Remote e-voting to cast their votes.

At the end of the e-voting period on August 11, 2020 at 5.00 P.M,, the voting portal of the
Service Provider was blocked forthwith, and further blocked on August 12, 2020 at 5.00
P.M. after the completion of meeting,

As prescribed in clause (v) of sub rule 4 of the Rule 20, the Company also published an
advertisement, in English in FINANCIAL EXPRESS and in THE INDIAN EXPRESS
newspapers,(both having country-wide circulation), dated July 24, 2020 and in Marathi
(Local vernacular Language) in LOKSATTA newspaper dated July 24, 2020. The notice
published in the newspaper carried the required information as specified in Sub Rule
4(v) (a) to (h) of the said Rule 20.

votes cast through Remote e-voting facility was duly unblocked by me on 11.08.2020 at
06:58:55 P.M. and on 12.08.2020 at 02:59:25 P.M. and finally after AGM on 05:03:34 P.M as
a Scrutinizer in the presence of Adv.
